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EXHIBITORS 
 

RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

1. Register as you enter with exhibit. 

2. Absolutely no alcoholic beverages or drugs will be permitted. 

3. No riding bicycles allowed at any time. 

4. Tractors will not be ridden except during Parade of Power. A valid driver’s license is required to 
operate a tractor. The owner of any motorized vehicle will be responsible for any accident during its 
operation. 
 

5. All trucks, cars, and trailers (unless it is a part of the exhibit) will be moved to a special parking area 
for exhibitors. 
 

6. No traffic in show area – Exceptions: Food Vendors and Officials. 
 

7. Exhibitors will not be able to rope off area and set up until Wednesday, September 1 at 6:00 p.m.  
THIS WILL BE ENFORCED.  
 

8. Slow moving vehicles will be permitted for the handicapped.  
 

9.  All dogs must be on a leash. 
 

10. Golf carts allowed only for officials and workers. NO GOLF CARTS OR ANY OTHER 
MOTORIZED VEHICLE WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE SHOW AREA, UNLESS THERE IS 
A HANDICAPPED PERSON IN YOUR PARTY WITH A HANDICAPPED DESIGNATION 
DISPLAYED (SUCH AS A HANDICAPPED CARD FROM THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT). 
 

11. Camping fee with water and electricity before show begins will be $20.00 per day. During the show, 
the fee will be $10.00 per day. Camping with hook-ups with additional space will be $20.00 per day. 
If you are a Vendor and Exhibitor, the fee to camp with hook-ups during the show is $15.00 per day. 
Camping with hook-ups with additional space will be $30.00 per day.  
 
The camping fee for no hook-ups will be $5.00 per day. The camping fee for no hook-ups and any 
items for sale will be $10.00 per day. Reservations for hook-ups are required by August 15. 
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12. If your spouse leaves the show and plans to return, he or she must have their hand stamped at the ticket 

office or have the exhibitor’s badge (badge given in the packet with ribbon when entering the show) in 
order to re-enter the show without paying the admission fee. 
  

13. Quiet time is 10:00 p.m. 
 

RULES AND REGULATIONS ARE POSTED AT THE TICKET OFFICE, REGISTRATION OFFICE, 
AND VARIOUS SPOTS THROUGHOUT THE SHOW.  INDIVIDUAL COPIES MAY BE OBTAINED AT 
THE TICKET AND REGISTRATION OFFICES.  FOR THE SAFETY AND CONTINUATION OF THE 
SHOW THE RULES MUST BE ABIDED BY; OTHERWISE, YOU WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE.
